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NEW MBA PROGRAM
OFF TO A STRONG START

s many readers will already know, the College of Commerce launched a new Master of Business
Administration (MBA) program in 2003. The response to the program has been strong
with considerable excitement and support for its specializations. It is recognized that these
specializations build on the competencies of the University of Saskatchewan and of the province
of Saskatchewan. In addition, other competitive strengths for the new program are its integrated model
and 12-month duration. This provides the opportunity for a high quality education concentrated to meet
the needs of a “very engaged workforce”.

Students need a minimum admission average of 70% in their last two years of study and a minimum score
of 500 on the GMAT. Three years of work experience is required, as well as completing an interview. The
interview is a key component in assessing the readiness for graduate work, the wealth of experience, the
interest in the program and an appreciation of what will be required to be successful in the program. All
students must complete the first term on a full-time basis due to its integrated nature and the enriched
learning that happens through the classroom dynamic.

The creation of the new MBA
program brought with it the
creation of a new position, the
Director of the MBA program.
This position is responsible for
the administration of the program
which involves recruiting and
admitting students, marketing,
monitoring program quality, liasing
with students, faculty, alumni and
the external community, and a
limited amount of teaching within
the College. Leslee Harden, who
received both her BComm (Hons)
and MBA from the University of
Saskatchewan, started as Director
in October 2003. She began her
career in the not-for-profit sector
as the Executive Director for
the Saskatchewan Branch of the
Canadian Bar Association. This
was followed by the position of
General Manager, first for the
Kelsey Students’ Association, then
for the University of Saskatchewan
Students’ Union.

To promote the
new program
Leslee travels to
MBA forums,
relevant industry
tradeshows, and
MBA recruitment
fairs and
she hosts

information fairs about the
program. The new program is
beginning to develop a presence in
the Canadian graduate education
scene, targeting students from
across the country to promote
diversity within the program.
International students are also
being targeted in recruitment
efforts; interest has been shown
from as far away as India, South
America, and Asia.

Diversity isan important element
to foster in order to help create a
classroom environment that will
promote the most opportunity
for learning and preparation for
management. As management
today is diverse, the extent to
which the program offers variety
in the classroom will enable
success in the work environment.
The current students of the
program exemplify diversity. Of
the 22 students admitted in the
fall of 2003, 18% are international
students. Their background
preparation includes a variety of
disciplines including education,
law, medicine, engineering, the
natural and social sciences, and
commerce. Four hold Ph.D.s, two
have Masters Degrees and one isa
medical doctor. The average age
of the students is 38; they have
an average of nine years work
experience.

The high calibre of students
admitted into the new program has
resulted in a considerably enriched
environment that offers world
experience and much discussion
in the classroom. The students
find the program interesting,
challenging, and enlightening.
They learn about themselves
through the cohort model and
the leadership components,
which lead to both personal and
professional growth.

The current students are working
on their applied research projects
that are done with industry
sponsors. These projects coincide
with the areas of specialization:
Agribusiness Management,
bioTechnology Management,
Health Services Management,
Indigenous Management.
The International Business
Management specialization will
be launched in September 2004.
The MBA Team is working at
establishing connections with the
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business community to identify which
companies would be good partners for
the areas of specialization for applied
research projects, for business case
studies for the curriculum, for potential
employers, for potential students, or for
sponsoring students.

Along with the many other activities,
Leslee has been involved with
establishing the Career Management
Centre within the MBA program. This
centre will assist in career development
for students and graduates of the
program, as well as to help maintain a
connection with all alumni.

It is a very exciting time for the new
MBA program. It has started on astrong
note and the next phase is an entrance
into the international specialization.
The University of Saskatchewan does
a great job of educating its students; its
students become great ambassadors to
the world.

MBA CAREER MANAGEMENT CENTRE

As part of the new MBA program, a Career
Management Centre has been established
dedicated to new graduates and alumni of the
program. The Centre provides free services
to both students and alumni and the business
community. The services offered include:
employment opportunities and campus
recruitment, information sessions, interview
services, consultations, and a resource centre.

The manager of this centre is Maryann Ross.
Maryann, who received degrees in Public
Administration and Economics from the University of
Saskatchewan, is well acquainted with the university
having worked here for 12 years. She was with the Student
Employment and Career Centre since its beginnings in 1992
and was involved in the development of its resources and
programs.

A career resource library is in the process of being established
which includes newspapers, magazines, directories, books,
and other resources on conducting a personal job search and
information on various employers. The Vault, an on-line
job resource site that provides information on industries,
occupations, and insight on companies, will be available
shortly to current students and alumni. Watch the website
for information on how to access The Vault. The Centre is
located in Room 82.2 Commerce with a separate room for
the resource library that will be open from 8:30 am — 4:30
p.m, Monday to Friday.

Maryann is very excited to have the opportunity to work
with the current MBA students and alumni. She enjoys
assisting the students become aware of all the opportunities
that are open to them and helping them succeed with their
MBA. It will be even more exciting when all aspects of the
Centre are fully established.

COMMERCE CORNERSTONE FUND
COMES TO A CLOSE

The College of Commerce Cornerstone Fund was established in
1988 by graduating Commerce students to “further advance and
enhance the environment of BComm students.” At one time
there were Cornerstone Funds for colleges across the University
of Saskatchewan but, with the exception of Commerce and
Pharmacy, they have now been disbanded. For this reason, as well
as a desire of the university to emphasize service to graduating
students rather than fundraising, the Cornerstone Board of
Trustees has chosen to make some final purchases and disband
the Commerce Cornerstone Fund.

The funds were used to make purchases of four types. First, the
chairs in the Commerce boardrooms, where students work on
group projects, have been replaced. Some of the chairs in the
boardrooms are over 30 years old. Also, task chairs have been
purchased for computer stations in the boardrooms as well as at

other non-lab locations. Second, the Cornerstone Mini Lab on
the third floor of the Commerce building was established. This
includes six computers that will be given three hardware renewals
and their networking. Third, the Computer Pod was built near the
elevators in the PCS Centre. Six computers, a hexagonal table,
chairs, networking and lighting, and one hardware renewal for
each of the computers have been funded. Finally, data projectors
will be replaced and any unused funds will be transferred to the
College Enhancement Trust Fund. Plaques in each location will
recognize the Cornerstone Fund.

Thank you to those alumni who have supported the Cornerstone
Fund over the years. If your travels should bring you to campus,
please stop by the College and we would be happy to tour you
through the building, and highlight the initiatives supported
through the Cornerstone Fund.

BCOMM CURRICULUM
CURRENTLY UNDER REVIEW

The College of Commerce is undertaking a review of its BComm
curriculum. A revised curriculum was implemented in 1996, with
the first graduates in 2000. During 2002/03, all of the majors
in the BComm were reviewed, except the Biotechnology major
which had only been implemented in 2000. The results of the
Systematic Program Review demonstrated that we have good
strong majors, but that there could be some improvements to
make the BComm even better. The review process is being lead
by an Integrating and Review Committee which is committed to
developing a BComm curriculum which provides students the
following skills, knowledge and moral compass:

* technical skills in the area of communication and information
technology;

« critical thinking and analytical skills to solve problems and
assess complex issues;

* written and verbal communication skills that enable students
to make a clear, reasoned argument,

« core business knowledge (breadth) which the student can
integrate and apply;

« depth of knowledge in a functional specialty;

 opportunities to explore issues which will contribute to the
students becoming responsible members of society who behave
ethically and treat all people with respect.

The result should be BComm graduates with lifelong learning
skills which will enable them to reach their employment goals.
They will know how to learn, persist when that learning is difficult,
be able to apply their skills in new contexts, and be able to adapt
to and manage change.

We will be establishing formula input from alumni, particularly
those who graduated in 2000 and since, but we would be interested
in informal feedback from alumni and ideas from alumni. If
you are interested, we would appreciate you responding to the
following question:

What is the most important expertise/topic/ability that a student
should learn through the BComm program?
